Gordon Holnbeck – resident of Fairhaven, Doug Pearcy – County Councillor 
and Chair of Fairhaven’s Committee of Management, Eric Martin – Otonobee 
Councillor and Member of Fairhaven’s Committee of Management, Jo Harris – 
Executive Director – Fairhaven were in attendance, along with Fairhaven 
Foundation staff to make this event a reality. 
 
The Fairhaven Foundation was established in 1997 as a volunteer organization 
to purchase equipment and other tangible items required by the Home, not 
provided through other forms of funding.  In 1998, the Foundation was granted 
non-profit status with the mandate to raise funds to assist Fairhaven residents.  
In 2001, the Fairhaven Foundation began its quest to raise $1.5 million to 
construct a new building through a Capital Campaign – Caring for Generations.  
This is the building that exists today at 881 Dutton Road in Peterborough.   
 
Currently, the Foundation is renewing its presence in the community and 
building awareness.  The Fairhaven Foundation is dedicated to supporting 
quality living for all residents of the Home through on-going support.  All
